Those who attended, as well as those who were unable to attend, were asked to show their support by wearing a* Stop
the Hate” T-shirt. Participants at the rally added their handprints and signature to a banner to show their support.

"...I ask you today to dig down deep with me and to find that compassion in your hearts. Find compassion for your
fellow students, for your administrators, for your professors, your staff, your friends, and your enemies because that
compassion will keep us on the road. And we will walk together and we will weep together and we will work together.
And sowly, slowly, too slowly, things will get better.

"Because of all of you, things will get better," Blair concluded.
